Before it was known | had a disability, potential employers couldn’t wait to
speak with me, after the interview(s,) | always hear, ‘someone better came up.
That is ADA-speak, thanks, but no handicap, | know, | used to hire (seems like another
life now,) and was coached on how to avoid ADA infractions. So as you see, | am a
little jaded on ADA protections for job-seekers.

The EEOC

| can almost say the same things about the EEOC as the ADA. | am sure when

the political establishment executed this agency, it was thought to be a good thing,

as it turns out, both are easy to get around, offer companies a marketing gimmick
and (both,) for me, have turned out to be pretty useless.

The ACA
